She was born on 1. July in 1961 in Sandringham. Her father’s name  was Edward Spencer and mother’s name was Frances Spencer. She grew up with her brother and two sisters in Park House on the Sandringham farm. She was baptized by farmer and former bishop Percy Herbert. After divorce of her parents she was entrusted to father’s care. In 1975 her father became the eight lord after the death of her grandfather. Then she was named Lady Diana Spencer. 
She studied in Riddlesworth Hall in Horkfolk, in West Health Girls‘ school in Sevenoaks. She wasn’t a good student. In1977 she left West Health and visited the institute Alpin Videmanette, which was a private girls‘ school in Rougemont in Switzerland. When she came back to London she worked as a nanny and a governess. She has talent for singing and wanted to be a dancer. 

She knew the royal family when she was young. She played with Edward and Andrew. Charles (32) and Diana (20) got married on 29. July in 1981 in the Sant Paul’s Cathedral. They spent their honeymoon in Hampshire and the on the yacht Britania. Their first son William Arthur Philip Louise was born on 21. June in 1982 and their second son Henry Charles Albert David was born on 15. September in 1984. 
Their relation went wrong. Their hobbies were different. Charles liked horses, gardening and architecture. Diana loved pop music and expensive clothes. In the public eye they were together, but in the private life not. On 28. August in 1996 they were divorced. She left her titul and she was named the Princess of Wales. 
She fought against mines. She visited Bosna and Angola, where she served by international red cross. She continued in her work in the organization for help to people tainted AIDS and charities for children. Lady Diana visited hospitals, people tainted with HIV. She wanted to show, that these people don’t deserve any izolation and contempt, but pity. She gave them the hope. 
At night on 30. August in 1997 Diana left with her lover Dodi Al-Fayed the hotel Ritz in Palace Vendome in Paris. On Sunday on 31. August in 1997 their car went to the tunnnel near Place de I’Alma. A drunk driver hit to a wall, which supported the roof. Dodi and Henry Paul were immediately dead. Diana was operated, but she died. Lionel Jospin (French premier), Bernadette Chirac (president’s wife) and Bernard Kouchner went to pay tribute. Charles and Diana’s sisters transported her body to England.  
For people it was a big casualty. But hope and belief live in her sons, first of all in William.
